To see if yougro  up is listed or to sign-up go to the golf section o f our website and click on the “Group
Tee Time” link. There you will select your groupa  nd the times you will be playing, enter your member number or name and hit “add to
tee sheet”. By using this method or calling in it will aide us greatly in making sure each group has enough tee times and doesn’'t go
over their allotted number of slots. Please limit yourself to one (1) ball off the first tee. Hittin g more then one ball keeps you from
leaving the first tee on time and causes the teeti  mes to back up. A slow golf course is no fun for a nyone.

We all have to
do our part. If everyone would take the time to fi X two or three ball marks on each green we can make  everyone’s round more enjoyable,
increase speed of play, and help Jason and Andy in the process. It only takes a few seconds to fix a ball mark.

Now that we are getting in to event season, | want  to tell everyone a little bit about what each event is and to remind everyone to keep an
eye on the calendar of what is coming up.

Thursday Night Couples - This event is a two person, 9 hole scramble that takes place at 5pm on Thursday nights. Cost is $7 per couple, with a portion
being withheld going toward the Year-end event in September. The remaining funds go directly toward gift certificates for that day’s prizes. Don’t worry; the
event will be flighted based on the number of entries. Teams must be signed up in advance. This a great way to meet new people and find new playing
partners. Whether you are a skilled golfer or just getting into Golf this is the event for you.

Men’s Wednesday Night Scramble - This is always a fun event. The event begins at 5:00 slowing moving toward 5:30 as we get more daylight. The
Cost is $25 for the year or $1 at day of the event (must be cash). Teams will be drawn in an ABCD Format in front of the Pro Shop just before play. Each
name is called with a number directly following. This number corresponds with the team you are assigned to as well as the hole you will start on. At the end
of play each team is to report their score to the club pro. Payout is $5 per stroke with a max loss of $20 a player to the winning team. The team captain is
responsible for collecting his team’s money and giving to the head pro, who will then verify funds and give it to the winning team. If 2 teams tie, all tie. This
is usually the case. (Please be ready in front of the Pro Shop ready to go 10 minutes prior to start time).

MWGA — Maumelle Women'’s Golf Association is a group of ladies whom play every Wednesday morning. This is great group who is very passionate about
the game and is responsible for several improvements you see around the Club. They are also the host of several of the state’s largest Cancer fundraisers
and events you see each month such as the MWGA Mixed Event. Each play day consists of an 18 hole group and a 9 hole group. So no mater your
caliper, these ladies are a great group to play with1307 especially if you desire to establish a handicap.

MGA — Men’s Golf Association is a group that hosts once a month events. These events vary each time in format, which could range from scrambles to low
net competitions. The proceeds go toward prizes, food and beverage during the appreciation days, and club renovations. The association is also another
very active group within the club and is an outstanding way to meet new people, especially if you are new to the facility.
