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N Now that Fall is here our greens have gone dormant. They will not grow again until Spring. Since the turf 
will turn brown we will paint the greens later this month or early December. This practice is mainly for 
aesthetic purposes, although the darker color does help to absorb heat from the sun.  This could help 
slightly with frost delays and should help the soil warm quicker in the Spring.   Since the turf is not 
growing, it is very important that every golfer repair their ball marks properly so the ball roll is not 
affected.  
Frost delays will be very similar to those in the past. Although the turf is dormant it can still be damaged 
by foot traffic during a frost. We will always do our best to get the course open as soon as possible.  
Soon we will be bringing our covers out so we will be prepared to deploy them, if needed. Like last year 
our plan is to cover the greens anytime the forecast calls for an extended period of time, approximately 
eight (8) hours or more, at 25 degrees or less. We will not uncover them until the forecast calls for 
temperatures to remain above freezing for a day or so. 
This is also the time of year we apply pre-emerge on the Bermuda. This application will help prevent the 
cool weather weeds from popping up. If we rotate the chemical used every season weeds are less likely 
to build a resistance and thus are more easily controlled.

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FITNESS TIP OF THE MONTH 
Depending on your age, level of conditioning, and your fitness goals, you should train in a 
particular heart-rate zone. Beginners should try to elevate their heart rate to 50%-60% of 
their maximum while intermediates and advanced should shoot for 70%-85% of their max. 
The higher your heart rate, the more calories you will burn and the more fit you can 
become. To figure your maximum heart rate, simply subtract your age from 220. For 
example, if you're 30 years old, you would have a maximum heart rate of 190. To work at 
70% of your maximum heart rate, you would shoot for a heart rate of approximately 133 
beats per minute (0.7 x 190). You can also count bpm (beats per minute) in 10-second 
increments and then multiply by six.   When you’re ready to get started, come see us!
